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KIT #30 INSTRUCTIONS

Collection of specimens for Bordetella spp.

Culture (TEST # MP00623) PCR (TEST # MP00311)

Contents

· 2 sterile nasopharyngeal flocked swabs
· WSLH Reagan-Lowe transport medium-store at 2-8˚C (for culture)
· 1 sterile glass screw-capped tube with glass beads (for PCR)
· Absorbent pad and pressure bag
· Small cool pack
· WSLH shipping label and UN3373 label
· MRX mailer
    Collection of Specimens

1. Immobilize patient’s head and gently insert swab into separate nares and proceed gently to the posterior wall of the pharynx.  Rotate axially.  Do not direct swab upward but guide it along the floor of the nasal cavity.  Hold swab in place for up to 10 seconds or until paroxysmal cough is elicited.  Do not force swab past obstructions.  Try other nare if resistance is encountered.
2. If PCR testing is desired, place swab into dry, sterile transport tube with beads and secure.  If culture is desired, place swab into Reagan-Lowe transport tube, ensuring that the swab tip is submerged in the transport medium and secure.

3. Print patient name, date of birth, and date/time of collection on each specimen being submitted.

    Requisition Information

CDD Requisition Form A:  Include patient demographics, specimen type, time/date of collection and test requested (MP00623 and/or MP00311) along with any clinical data that is available.

Packaging and Transport

1. Secure all tube caps with tape or parafilm.  
2. Wrap each specimen in absorbent material and place in a separate specimen biohazard bag.  Seal bag securely.
3. Place bagged specimens into a pressure bag; seal bag securely.   
4. Place completed WSLH CDD-A Requisition Form in outer pocket of bag.
5. Place sample in MRX mailer along with frozen cool pack; seal mailer with tape.  
6. Place WSLH address label, Category B/UN3373 label as well as name, address and phone number of person who has knowledge of the package contents on mailer.
7. Ship in accordance with current shipping regulations. 
8. Specimens should be shipped to arrive at the WSLH before 4:30pm Monday-Friday or before 12:30pm on Saturday.  Packages arriving after these hours or on Sundays may be subject to unfavorable conditions which could adversely affect specimen integrity.
