· 1 vial Para-Pak® C & S medium (with instructions)

· Absorbent pad and pressure bag

· Cold pack

· MRX Styrofoam mailer

· WSLH address label and UN3373 label

Collection of Specimens
1. Refer to package insert provided with Para-Pak® C & S medium.

2. Print the patient’s name, date of birth and date/time of collection on specimen container.

3. This kit is also suitable for Norovirus testing.

Requisition Information
CDD Requisition Form A:  Include patient demographics, specimen type, time and date of collection, and test requested, along with any clinical data (organism suspected) that is available.

Foodborne/Waterborne Outbreak Form:  Include patient demographics, specimen type, time and date of collection and test requested, along with any clinical data (organism suspected) that is available.  Also include submitting agency, Local Health Department contact information and outbreak name (provided by WDPH).

Packaging and Transport

1. Secure all tube caps with tape or parafilm.  
2. Wrap each specimen in absorbent material and place in a separate specimen bag.  Seal bag securely.
3. Place bagged specimens into a pressure bag; seal bag securely.   
4. Place completed WLSH CDD-A Requisition Form in outer pocket of bag.
5. Place sample in MRX mailer along with frozen cold pack; seal mailer with tape.  
6. Place WSLH address label, Category B/UN3373 label as well as name, address and phone number of person who has knowledge of the package contents on mailer.
7. Ship in accordance with current shipping regulations. 
8. Specimens should be shipped to arrive at the WSLH before 4:30pm Monday-Friday or before 12:30pm on Saturday.  Packages arriving after these hours or on Sundays may be subject to unfavorable conditions which could adversely affect specimen integrity.
