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KIT #3 INSTRUCTIONS

 Collection of Specimens for Ova & Parasite Testing 

Note:  This kit is not suitable for Bacterial Enteric Pathogen Culture or Norovirus PCR
Contents

· 1 vial Para-Pak® 10% Formalin (Pink cap)

· 1 vial Para-Pak® ZN-PVA (Grey cap)

· Absorbent pad and pressure bag

· MRX Styrofoam mailer

· WSLH address label and UN3373 label

Collection of Specimens
1. Refer to the manufacturer package insert provided with this Para-Pak® Ova & Parasite kit.

2. The patient should be instructed to pass the stool into a clean, dry disposable container or place plastic or kitchen wrap over the toilet seat to catch the specimen.

3. Place an amount of stool into the vials so that the fluid level reaches the red “Fill to Line” on the label of the Para Pak® vials. For formed stool specimens, use the scoop provided in the cap of the Para Pak® vials to transfer specimen into both vials. Do not overfill the vials. Fill one vial of 10% Formalin and one vial of ZN-PVA.

4. Tighten the caps securely; leaky specimens may not be suitable for testing.

5. If the outside of the vials is soiled, clean with 10% bleach solution or suitable disinfectant.

6. Print the patient’s name, date of birth and date/time of collection on specimen container.

Requisition Information
1.
CDD Requisition Form A:  Include patient demographics, specimen type, date and time of collection and test requested, along with any clinical data (organism suspected, symptoms, date of onset, etc.) that is available.

Patient history (travel, treatment, symptoms, etc.) is very important for the proper diagnosis of 
parasites.

Packaging and Transport

1. Secure all vial caps with tape or parafilm.  
2. Wrap each vial in absorbent material and place together in a specimen bag. Seal bag securely. 
Note: If multiple sets of vials are collected, place each set of 10% Formalin and ZN-PVA in a separate bag.
3. Place bagged specimens into a pressure bag; seal bag securely.   
4. Place completed WLSH CDD-A Requisition Form in the outer pocket of the pressure bag.
5. Place sample in the MRX mailer and seal the mailer with tape.  
6. Place WSLH address label and Category B/UN3373 label on the mailer.
7. Attach a label on the mailer with the name, address and phone number of a person who has knowledge of the contents of the shipment.
8. Ship in accordance with current shipping regulations. 
9. Select the most rapid method of transportation available. Specimens should be shipped to arrive at the WSLH before 4:30pm Monday-Friday or before 12:30pm on Saturday.  Packages arriving after these hours or on Sundays may be subject to unfavorable conditions which could adversely affect specimen integrity.
Note: Use of a cool pack for shipping specimens for ova & parasite testing is not necessary. However, if a cool pack is used for shipping enteric pathogen specimens, ova & parasite specimens may be shipped in the same container without compromising the testing.
